The Illinois High-Speed Rail Program will allow passenger service between Chicago and St. 

Louis to travel at speeds up to 110 mph.  In addition, the program is improving safety at 

crossings as well as building new or improving stations throughout the corridor.  IDOT is also 

purchasing, in conjunction with other states, new locomotives and passenger cars in order to 

improve the riding experience for passengers. The entire corridor is tentatively scheduled to be 

complete by the end of 2017.
